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Teacher Management

Estimated Time:  






· One class period 

· The language lab must be used to facilitate this activity.

Materials and Teacher Prep:  

· Language lab
· Online timer to project on the screen

· Copies of Interpersonal Test Rubric

Engaging Focus/Situation:
· Students will role play scenarios in an extemporaneous or spontaneous manner.

Overview of Lesson:  

This exam is to determine the interpersonal conversational ability of the students to handle conversational scenarios as defined by the Megaspore.  
Since the lab will be used and all students are role-playing simultaneously, using one scenario per class period and rotating scenarios throughout the day is recommended.
Procedure:  
Teacher Preparation

· Make a classroom set of the role-play situations on cardstock.

· Prepare your language lab for students to be put into partners and recorded.

· Pass out the role-play situations (either or laminated or in sheet protectors).

Student Preparation

· The students have 2 minutes (use an online timer) to individually go over the situation requirements set up in the scenario.  They will not know ahead of time who will be Student A and who will be Student B.  
· After 2 minutes, randomly pair students.

· At this time, tell the students who will be Student A and who will be Student B.  
Identify who will do each part in some random way.  

Activity Procedures

· Once you are confident all students know which role they are playing, click on record and signal students to begin.

· As the students are speaking, put on your headphones and cycle through all pairs to monitor student participation.  

· When all students have completed the role play, signal that the role play is over and give them an opportunity to hear their recording.  This way you will be certain that all students have been recorded.

· After students have heard themselves, select “End Test” at the bottom of the screen, and wait until all files have been transferred before exiting the Renaissance program.
Points to Remember: 

· Each student independently gets 2 minutes to prepare.
· Pairs may not practice together before recording.                                                                             

· Each set of partners speaks until the task is complete.  
· The students do not know which role (A or B) they are to play until just before the 

· Remind students that their grade is determined by their own role play:  if their partner freezes or gets stuck, they should make sure to complete their role.  They are allowed to “help” their partner if necessary.

· If there are an odd number of students, ask for volunteers to repeat a role.

· If students are absent, they may complete this task during tutorials with a volunteer partner.
